Dear Mr. Harshman,

You have informed us that Clarendon Foundation will request authority from the Federal Communications Commission ("FCC") to operate a digital two-way wireless data network in the Educational Broadband Service for the [city, state] area. The network will utilize a low power, multi-cell, sectorized architecture to provide non-line-of-sight broadband wireless Internet access to the community. This next generation broadband technology is capable of providing integrated access to high-speed data, voice, video on demand, and interactive delivery services via the World Wide Web. 

In requesting authority to provide this service, Clarendon Foundation is making a commitment to use its wireless network to assist local accredited educational institutions in fulfilling their missions of providing formal educational and cultural development to enrolled students.

You have assured us that our institution will not be required to assume any legal obligations or incur any out-of-pocket expenses in order to be designated as a Receive Site for the proposed broadband wireless Internet access service. We will not be charged a monthly subscriber fee for Internet access. In addition, Clarendon Foundation has also agreed to assume all responsibility for lost or damaged equipment.

Clarendon Foundation and the wireless operator are providing free service and equipment to local accredited institutions in order to fulfill their regulatory obligations under the FCC Rules governing the broadcast spectrum that will be used to operate the network. Based upon this understanding, we accept your offer to be designated as a Receive Site on the proposed two-way digital broadband wireless access network.

We understand that Clarendon Foundation has made arrangements for the wireless operator, [company name], to install, connect, operate, and maintain a state-of-the-art wireless modem with integrated antenna and transceiver at our facility, without charge.

The modem is a plug-and-play Ethernet device. There are no software programs to install on users’ computers. The network is compatible with both Microsoft Windows and Macintosh-based operating systems. No system configuration is needed. 

Clarendon Foundation will allocate five percent of the bandwidth on its four channels to provide local educational institutions participating in the network with fixed and mobile high-speed computer access to the Internet. 

As one of the Receive Sites for Clarendon’s broadband service, our institution will have constant connectivity to the network (24-hours per day, 365 days per year). We will be able to upload and download computer files, view interactive presentations, send and receive email, and transmit administrative traffic (such as reports and statistics). 

Our students, who are enrolled in courses offered for academic credit, will have full access through the network to the online interactive educational content, cultural enrichment materials, and other resources that are available on the World Wide Web. Accordingly, our institutions will be able to incorporate the educational content retrieved from the network into our formal curricula for Science, Mathematics, English, Literature, Art, Music, and Social Studies, according to our needs.

Our faculty will be able to use the broadband wireless service for teacher conferencing, remote test administration, distribution of reports and assignments, and access to research related to projects for courses, to professional development resources, and to continuing education courses.
In addition, our staff will be able to use the wireless network to transmit administrative traffic and to use other applications related to their scope of work.

In summary, we confirm our intention to use the broadband services in furtherance of our educational mission. The free Internet access will be provided to enrolled students, faculty, and staff in a manner and in a setting conducive to educational usage. The mobile broadband network will provide our faculty and staff with expanded access to online resources that will help them fulfill their professional responsibilities to our institution and its students.

We appreciate Clarendon Foundation’s efforts to supply our community with advanced wireless services and next generation technology.
